Teaching Resources overview
Assemblies:

Three assemblies are included (powerpoint and script).  Although these assemblies have been written to be pre and post expedition, they can be adapted for a variety of situations.  These have also been written for Twyford Church of England High School, and as such have religious themes that can easily be adapted where appropriate:

· Assembly 1: An introduction to the Fuchs Foundation Antarctica Expedition.  In particular, students think about how team working is vital to any expedition and how this can be related to their everyday lives.  Students are also challenged to come up with their own targets, thinking about how they need to use their team around them to realise these dreams. 

· Assembly 2: Making the most of being chosen.  Students are challenged to think about how they can make the most of their gifts, relating the expedition to their own hopes and aspirations. 

· Assembly 3: Reflections from the expedition.  Students found out more about the expedition, hearing about the amazing experiences and challenges faced by the team.  In particular, this talk looked back at the previous two assemblies, thinking about the skills that are needed for such an undertaking, and how the targets set over the previous year helped expedition members realise their dream.
